
HONOURS REQUIREMENTS

1 On receiving the required number of certificates (as described in the table below) Members may apply for the applicable honours title for their cats by:

a) sending the completed application form together with the correct fee and photocopies of the Challenge, or Star certificates to the GCCFV Office; or

b) presenting the completed application form together with the correct fee and the Challenge, Award of Merit or Star certificates to the Honours Recorder, or a member of the Committee, at any time.

2 Any changes of title must be notified to the Returning Officer of any show in which the cat is already entered, by the date stated on the show schedule or no later than 9 pm on the Monday after a non GCCFV Show

3 Changes will not be done at the show: exception to this rule is when a show is run over consecutive days.

ALL challenges from CCCA National are able to be used as GCCFV challenges towards next title, even if they span 2 levels e.g. 4 for Champion, plus 2 towards Grand.  

People residing outside 200km radius of GPO may use outside challenges, but must have at least 1 GCCF Challenge for each title.

Cats imported from overseas with a title keep that title and then compete in the equivalent class.  On gaining the necessary challenges, the next title is then awarded.

4 All applications will be presented by the Honours Recorder to the next meeting of Council for approval.

5 Once a cat has received the requirements for a particular honours title, it must compete in its respective titled class and is no longer eligible to compete in any lower class, except for Gold classes.

Please Note: Challenges awarded at a non–GCCFV show held in Victoria on the SAME day as a GCCFV show will NOT be accepted for title awards.
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
